positive test results. There is
no need for a subsequent
test.

CONTACT TRACING: Report to public health.
Identify all close contacts (who were within

6ft of positive person for more than 15

minutes over 24hr period) on the day of last
exposure and for 48 hours prior to when
symptoms began or date positive test was
taken.
